If you see large bees that are clumsily
flying around like drunken sailors, please
don't be concerned. They are harmless
carpenter bees that are looking for a
place to lay their eggs. They drill
perfect 1/4-1/2 * holes in wood lay their
eggs and go off and die. That's why you
will see them around the wood on sheds
and balconies. If they make a hole you
can cover it over with wood filler. They
like unpainted wood. They are good
pollinators - just leave them alone.

If you see large holes in the
ground with large looking bees around



them, they are Cicada Killers. They will
kill cicadas, drag them into the hole, and
use them to feed their young. They are
also harmless but can sting if you bother
them a lot. The look scary, but just
ignore them. Their holes are great for
aerating the grass. Mud Dadder wasp are
also harmless but leave a muddy mess on
your house or shed. If you see, brownish,
tube-like masses attached to an outside
wall this is the nest of the Mud Dabber,
they collect numerous insects and incase
them in the mud nest to feed their young.
Just knock the mud tubes down with a
broom. Please do not spray or kill these
insects and bugs, because they all serve a
purpose in nature and are a benefit to
humans.

MULCH?

When you mulch your beds, please use
only brown, shredded pine bark or
shredded hardwood mulch. Please do not
buy colored mulch, which has been dyed
and is made from used wooden pallets,
which contains many chemicals that are
not good for your plants or the
environment. Remove last year's old
mulch or work it into the soil. Only apply
1-2 inches on your beds. Keep it away
from the plant's trunks or stems and
several inches away from the foundation
to prevent termites. You might consider

putting down PREEN or another weed
preventer on your bed before applying
the mulch.

YARD WASTE

Is picked up every Monday and
Thursday. It must be placed in paper

yard waste bags, not weighing more
than forty Ibs. each. They should only

contain garden/yard waste, no rocks,
stones or dirt. Branches and twigs
should be cut into 24 inch sections and
tied with compostable twine or string
and also not weighing more that 40 Ibs,
per bundle.
